Or when the spirit of jealousy cometh upon him, and he be jealous 
over his wife, and shall set the woman before the Lord, and the priest 

shall execute upon her all this law. 

Numbers 25:11 

Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, hath turned 
my wrath away from the children of Israel, while he was zealous for 

my sake among them, that I consumed not the children of Israel in my 
jealousy. 

Deuteronomy 4:24 
For the Lord thy God is a consuming fire, even a jealous God. 

Deuteronomy 5:9 

Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for I the 
Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers 

upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that 
hate me, 

Deuteronomy 6:15 
(For the Lord thy God is a jealous God among you) lest the anger of 

the Lord thy God be kindled against thee, and destroy thee from off 
the face of the earth.

Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Now will I bring again the captivity 

of Jacob, and have mercy upon the whole house of Israel, and will be 

jealous for my holy name; 

Joel 2:18 
Then will the Lord be jealous for his land, and pity his people. 

Nahum 1:2 

God is jealous, and the Lord revengeth; the Lord revengeth, and is 

furious; the Lord will take vengeance on his adversaries, and he 
reserveth wrath for his enemies. 

Zephaniah 1:18 

Neither their silver nor their gold shall be able to deliver them in the 
day of the Lord's wrath; but the whole land shall be devoured by the 

fire of his jealousy: for he shall make even a speedy riddance of all 
them that dwell in the land. 

Zephaniah 3:8 
Therefore wait ye upon me, saith the Lord, until the day that I rise up 

to the prey: for my determination is to gather the nations, that I may 
assemble the kingdoms, to pour upon them mine indignation, even all 

my fierce anger: for all the earth shall be devoured with the fire of my 
jealousy.
